It is easy to identify the demographics of 
dressage: mature women, above average 
income, professional. You can add empty-
nesters as most are either single or the 
children are old enough to be out of the 
house. It takes a lot of time and energy to 
be prolific at dressage, most Mommy’s 
have little extra time to devout with a 
house hold of children to manage. 
 It’s why I find showing with chil-
dren such a hoot. I love bringing kids to 
the shows. I wish I had more students 
ready to show. I’d bring a whole gaggle of 
them to the shows if I could. I already 
know that my trailer is one that some 
competitors give a bit of distance too. 
There are always a bunch of ponies, chil-
dren, and noise spilling out from every 
door. For some, the lure of dressage is its 
perfect antiseptic environment, free of all 
things messy.  
 It is why I think God made ponies. 
Ponies like kids and their sweet, sticky, 
messy, messes."  
At the Dressage in the Sierra show this 
past July it was quite hot. Hot days and 
watermelon go hand-in-hand. Our little 
gray pony “Skipper” is as skilled at getting 
into a food cooler as any Yosemite black 
bear. I walked back to our trailer to see 
her flip the cover of the cooler open and 
dive mussel first into the depths of the 
cooler. Munch, munch, munch, I wasn’t 
sure what she was getting into but she 
was certainly intent of getting all of it be-

fore I could pull on her halter and raise her 
head. My mistake; the girls’ giggling should 
have put me on alert. Up came Skipper’s head 
and dripping eye balls to mouth, she was cov-
ered in watermelon slime, which she promptly 
unceremoniously rubbed on me. Not to be de-
mured by my presence, she stepped up into 
the trailer tack room and straight into the trash 
can, coming back out with a banana peel 
sticking out of her mouth.  Before I could grab 
the end of the peel, Skipper slurped it up like a 
piece of spaghetti.  
 I laugh at moments like this because 
they occur at every show for my little troupe. 
Children and ponies add an element of enter-
tainment and spirit to competitive dressage.  
We added two equitation classes to our prize 
list at October show and eight (8) juniors par-
ticipated. Our judge did a super job with the 
children, giving each of them a bit of verbal 
feedback. 
 New for 2010, we will be offering the 
new USEF “Opportunity” classes at each of 
our shows. These classes, training 1-2 and 
first level 1-2 do not require a competitor to be 
a member of USEF, USDF, or CDS in order to 
compete. All non-member fees are waived.  
The obvious intent of these classes is to en-
courage persons new to our sport and its fed-
erations to participate without the deterring 
non-member fees.  
If our sport is to continue to grow, we need to 
encourage growth for novice adults and chil-
dren. I think by offering the Opportunity 
classes and the equitation classes, we are on 
the right track.
